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EPA OEI/OIAA Status on Wikis and Blogs

OIAA’s efforts have made much progress in bringing and implementing wikis and blogs
during the winter of 2008. This involved collaborating and partnering with other Offices
including NCC.

1. Work products on IT waiver, ADC, Security Plan, Wiki and Blog Installation,
Operation and Configuration guide for MediaWiki and WordPress with
OTOP/NCC,;

Interim policy, procedures, and guidance on wiki and blog;

3. Web 2.0 Workgroup — to recommend wiki and blog as part of the EPA Web 2.0
Tool Set;

4. OIAA Wiki and Blog Sandbox — standup blogs for OEI EI symposium, OEI
Information Access Strategy, TRI National Dialogue Meeting and Wiki on
‘Watershed Central Wiki’ with GIS CIO, and Office of Water respectively;

5. OIAA extranet/intranet wiki — standing-up ‘OlAA’s Information Access Wiki’ for
OIAA’s Information Access Strategy effort;

6. Establish a collaborative Architecture called EnviroCentral Wiki for EPA Office
to collaborate on information access and shared components, and tool sets.

7. Training and Boot Camp among OIAA Sandbox users and other interested
parties; and,

8. Outreach meetings and activities- presentations and meetings to OEI/OIC, OPA,
OECA, OPPTS, OW, and GIS CIO, and Department of State.

EnviroCentral Wiki for EPA Content and Tools

The Web Council should consider the establishment of an EnviroCentral Wiki
Collaborative Architecture. EnviroCentral Wiki serves both as an environmental
information warehouse- environment encyclopedia, and a web-based central repository
for Environmental tools and methodologies that include Web 2.0 tools to share and
collaborate on a library of content, components, and tool sets. A workgroup should be
chartered to develop policies, tutorial, support tools, documentation, and Core Shared
Web 2.0 Components to be hosted in EnviroCentral Wiki as a standard deployment tool
set for the Agency and its stakeholder. A cost share approach will be developed for other
Offices to pool their funds to help fund, use and maintain the EPA EnviroCentral Wiki.

EnviroCentral could serve as Government centric environmental encyclopedia built by
EPA, Other partner Government departments and agencies and stakeholders. With other
third party Web 2.0 sites that contain environmental referenced information, a link or
widget can be pointed to EnviroCentral to voice the Government’s position and
information.

Recommendation: Pilot wikis and blogs among different offices with different business

case can be deployed as with OIAA Wiki and Blog Sandbox. A waiver through OPA
should be granted on these pilots and EnviroCentral.
